A BILL

Making appropriations for energy and water development
and related agencies for the fiscal year ending September

30, 2021, and for other purposes.
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Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
That the following sums are appropriated, out of any
money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the
fiscal year ending September 30, 2021, and for other pur-
poses, namely:
TITLE 1
CORPS OF ENGINEERS—CIVIL
DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY

CORPS OF ENGINEERS—CIVIL

The following appropriations shall be expended under
the direction of the Secretary of the Army and the super-
vision of the Chief of Engineers for authorized civil fune-
tions of the Department of the Army pertaining to river
and harbor, flood and storm damage reduction, shore pro-
tection, aquatic ecosystem restoration, and related efforts.

INVESTIGATIONS

For expenses necessary where authorized by law for
the collection and study of basic information pertaining
to river and harbor, flood and storm damage reduction,
shore protection, aquatic ecosystem restoration, and re-
lated needs; for surveys and detailed studies, and plans
and specifications of proposed river and harbor, flood and
storm damage reduction, shore protection, and aquatic

ecosystem restoration projects, and related efforts prior to
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construction; for restudy of authorized projects; and for
miscellaneous investigations, and, when authorized by law,
surveys and detailed studies, and plans and specifications
of projects prior to construction, $151,000,000, to remain
available until expended: Provided, That the Secretary
shall initiate seven new study starts during fiscal year
2021: Provided further, That the Secretary shall not devi-
ate from the new starts proposed in the work plan, once
the plan has been submitted to the Committees on Appro-
priations of both Houses of Congress.
CONSTRUCTION

For expenses necessary for the construction of river
and harbor, flood and storm damage reduction, shore pro-
tection, aquatic ecosystem restoration, and related
projects authorized by law; for conducting detailed studies,
and plans and specifications, of such projects (including
those involving participation by States, local governments,
or private groups) authorized or made eligible for selection
by law (but such detailed studies, and plans and specifica-
tions, shall not constitute a commitment of the Govern-
ment to construction); $2,619,855,000, to remain avail-
able until expended; of which such sums as are necessary
to cover the Federal share of construction costs for facili-
ties under the Dredged Material Disposal Facilities pro-

eram shall be derived from the Harbor Maintenance Trust
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Fund as authorized by Public Law 104-303; and of which
such sums as are necessary to cover one-half of the costs
of construction, replacement, rehabilitation, and expansion
of inland waterways projects shall be derived from the In-
land Waterways Trust Fund, except as otherwise specifi-
cally provided for in law.
MISSISSIPPI RIVER AND TRIBUTARIES

For expenses necessary for flood damage reduction
projects and related efforts in the Mississippi River allu-
vial valley below Cape Girardeau, Missouri, as authorized
by law, $365,000,000, to remain available until expended,
of which such sums as are necessary to cover the Federal
share of eligible operation and maintenance costs for in-
land harbors shall be derived from the Harbor Mainte-
nance Trust Fund.

OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE

For expenses necessary for the operation, mainte-
nance, and care of existing river and harbor, flood and
storm damage reduction, aquatic ecosystem restoration,
and related projects authorized by law; providing security
for infrastructure owned or operated by the Corps, includ-
ing administrative buildings and laboratories; maintaining
harbor channels provided by a State, municipality, or
other public agency that serve essential navigation needs

of general commerce, where authorized by law; surveying
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and charting northern and northwestern lakes and con-
necting waters; clearing and straightening channels; and
removing obstructions to navigation, $3,838,000,000, to
remain available until expended, of which such sums as
are necessary to cover the Federal share of eligible oper-
ation and maintenance costs for coastal harbors and chan-
nels, and for inland harbors shall be derived from the Har-
bor Maintenance Trust Fund; of which such sums as be-
come available from the special account for the Corps of
Engineers established by the Land and Water Conserva-
tion Fund Act of 1965 shall be derived from that account
for resource protection, research, interpretation, and
maintenance activities related to resource protection in the
areas at which outdoor recreation is available; and of
which such sums as become available from fees collected
under section 217 of Public Law 104-303 shall be used
to cover the cost of operation and maintenance of the
dredged material disposal facilities for which such fees
have been collected: Provided, That 1 percent of the total
amount of funds provided for each of the programs,
projects, or activities funded under this heading shall not
be allocated to a field operating activity prior to the begin-
ning of the fourth quarter of the fiscal year and shall be
available for use by the Chief of Engineers to fund such

emergency activities as the Chief of Engineers determines
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to be necessary and appropriate, and that the Chief of En-
eineers shall allocate during the fourth quarter any re-
maining funds which have not been used for emergency
activities proportionally in accordance with the amounts
provided for the programs, projects, or activities.
REGULATORY PROGRAM

For expenses necessary for administration of laws
pertaining to regulation of navigable waters and wetlands,
$205,000,000, to remain available until September 30,
2022.
FORMERLY UTILIZED SITES REMEDIAL ACTION PROGRAM

For expenses necessary to clean up contamination
from sites in the United States resulting from work per-
formed as part of the Nation’s early atomic energy pro-
oram, $210,000,000, to remain available until expended.

FLOOD CONTROL AND COASTAL EMERGENCIES

For expenses necessary to prepare for flood, hurri-
cane, and other natural disasters and support emergency
operations, repairs, and other activities in response to
such disasters as authorized by law, $35,000,000, to re-
main available until expended.

EXPENSES

For expenses necessary for the supervision and gen-

eral administration of the civil works program in the head-

quarters of the Corps of Engineers and the offices of the

Division Engineers; and for costs of management and op-
eration of the Humphreys Engineer Center Support Activ-
ity, the Institute for Water Resources, the United States
Army Engineer Research and Development Center, and
the United States Army Corps of Engineers Finance Cen-
ter allocable to the civil works program, $200,000,000, to
remain available until September 30, 2022, of which not
to exceed $5,000 may be used for official reception and
representation purposes and only during the current fiscal
vear: Provided, That no part of any other appropriation
provided in this title shall be available to fund the civil
works activities of the Office of the Chief of Engineers
or the civil works executive direction and management ac-
tivities of the division offices: Provided further, That any
Flood Control and Coastal Emergencies appropriation
may be used to fund the supervision and general adminis-
tration of emergency operations, repairs, and other activi-
ties in response to any flood, hurricane, or other natural
disaster.
OFFICE OF THE ASSISTANT SECRETARY OF THE ARMY
FOR CIVIL WORKS

For the Office of the Assistant Secretary of the Army
for Civil Works as authorized by 10 U.S.C. 3016(b)(3),
$5,000,000, to remain available until September 30, 2022:

Provided, That not more than 25 percent of such amount

may be oblicated or expended until the Assistant Sec-
retary submits to the Committees on Appropriations of
both Houses of Congress a work plan that allocates at
least 95 percent of the additional funding provided under
each heading in this title, as designated under such head-
ing in the report of the Committee on Appropriations ac-
companying this Act, to specific programs, projects, or ac-
tivities.
GENERAL PROVISIONS—CORPS OF
ENGINEERS—CIVIL
(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

SEC. 101. (a) None of the funds provided in this title
shall be available for obligation or expenditure through a
reprogramming of funds that—

(1) creates or initiates a new program, project,
or activity;

(2) eliminates a program, project, or activity;

(3) increases funds or personnel for any pro-
eram, project, or activity for which funds have been
denied or restricted by this Act;

(4) reduces funds that are directed to be used
for a specific program, project, or activity by this

Act;

(5) increases funds for any program, project, or
activity by more than $2,000,000 or 10 percent,
whichever is less; or
(6) reduces funds for any program, project, or
activity by more than $2,000,000 or 10 percent,
whichever is less.

(b) Subsection (a)(1) shall not apply to any project
or activity authorized under section 205 of the Flood Con-
trol Act of 1948, section 14 of the Flood Control Act of
1946, section 208 of the Flood Control Act of 1954, sec-
tion 107 of the River and Harbor Act of 1960, section
103 of the River and Harbor Act of 1962, section 111
of the River and Harbor Act of 1968, section 1135 of the
Water Resources Development Act of 1986, section 206
of the Water Resources Development Act of 1996, or sec-
tion 204 of the Water Resources Development Act of
1992.

(¢) The Corps of Engineers shall submit reports on
a quarterly basis directly to the Committees on Appropria-
tions of both Houses of Congress detailing all the funds
reprogrammed between programs, projects, activities, or
categories of funding. The first quarterly report shall be
submitted not later than 60 days after the date of enact-

ment of this Act.
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SEC. 102. None of the funds made available in this
title may be used to award or modify any contract that
commits funds beyond the amounts appropriated for that
program, project, or activity that remain unobligated, ex-
cept that such amounts may include any funds that have
been made available through reprogramming pursuant to
section 101.

SEC. 103. The Secretary of the Army may transfer
to the Fish and Wildlife Service, and the Fish and Wildlife
Service may accept and expend, up to $5,400,000 of funds
provided in this title under the heading “Operation and
Maintenance” to mitigate for fisheries lost due to Corps
of Engineers projects.

SEC. 104. None of the funds in this Act shall be used
for an open lake placement alternative for dredged mate-
rial, after evaluating the least costly, environmentally ac-
ceptable manner for the disposal or management of
dredged material originating from Lake Erie or tributaries
thereto, unless it is approved under a State water quality
certification pursuant to section 401 of the Federal Water
Pollution Control Act (33 U.S.C. 1341): Provided, That
until an open lake placement alternative for dredged mate-
rial is approved under a State water quality certification,
the Corps of Engineers shall continue upland placement

of such dredged material consistent with the requirements
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of section 101 of the Water Resources Development Act
of 1986 (33 U.S.C. 2211).

SEC. 105. None of the funds made available by this
Act may be used to carry out any water supply reallocation
study under the Wolf Creek Dam, Liake Cumberland, Ken-
tucky, project authorized under the Act of July 24, 1946
(60 Stat. 636, ch. 595).

SEC. 106. None of the funds made available by this
Act or any other Act may be used to reorganize or to
transfer the Civil Works functions or authority of the
Corps of Engineers or the Secretary of the Army to an-
other department or agency.

SEC. 107. Additional funding provided in this Act
shall be allocated only to projects determined to be eligible
by the Chief of Engineers.

SEC. 108. Notwithstanding any other provision of
law, none of the funds appropriated or otherwise made
available by this Act or any prior appropriations Acts for
the Civil Works Program of the United States Army Corps
of Engineers may be committed, obligated, expended, or
otherwise used to design or construct a wall, fence, border
barriers, or border security infrastructure along the south-
ern border of the United States.

SEC. 109. None of the funds made available by this

Act may be used to issue a permit under section 404 of
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12
the Federal Water Pollution Control Act to a private enti-
ty or individual for the discharge of dredged or fill mate-
rial from a project located within Water Conservation
Areas 1, 2A, 2B, 3A, or 3B in the State of Florida, unless
discharge is from a project that is generally available for
the general public’s or Tribe’s use and benefit and serve
a public purpose, which may include Tribal communities.

SEC. 110. (a) When allocating the additional funding
provided in this title under the headings “Construction”
and “Mississippi River and Tributaries”, the Secretary
shall iitiate a total of seven new construction starts dur-
ing fiscal year 2021.

(b) For new construction projects, project cost shar-
ing agreements shall be executed as soon as practicable
but no later than September 30, 2021.

(¢) No allocation for a new start shall be considered
final and no work allowance shall be made until the Sec-
retary provides to the Committees on Appropriations of
both Houses of Congress an out-year funding scenario
demonstrating the affordability of the selected new starts
and the impacts on other projects.

(d) The Secretary shall not deviate from the new
starts proposed in the work plan, once the plan has been
submitted to the Committees on Appropriations of both

Houses of Congress.

CENTRAL UTAH PROJECT COMPLETION ACCOUNT

For carrying out activities authorized by the Central
Utah Project Completion Act, $20,000,000, to remain
available until expended, of which $1,800,000 shall be de-
posited into the Utah Reclamation Mitigation and Con-
servation Account for use by the Utah Reclamation Miti-
cation and Conservation Commission: Provided, That of
the amount provided under this heading, $1,500,000 shall
be available until September 30, 2022, for expenses nec-
essary in carrying out related responsibilities of the Sec-
retary of the Interior: Provided further, That for fiscal
yvear 2021, of the amount made available to the Commis-
sion under this Act or any other Act, the Commission may
use an amount not to exceed $1,500,000 for administra-
tive expenses.

BUREAU OF RECLAMATION

The following appropriations shall be expended to

execute authorized functions of the Bureau of Reclama-

tion:
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WATER AND RELATED RESOURCES
(INCLUDING TRANSFERS OF FUNDS)

For management, development, and restoration of
water and related natural resources and for related activi-
ties, including the operation, maintenance, and rehabilita-
tion of reclamation and other facilities, participation in
fulfilling related Federal responsibilities to Native Ameri-
cans, and related grants to, and cooperative and other
agreements with, State and local governments, federally
recognized Indian tribes, and others, $1,487,000,000, to
remain available until expended, of which $58,476,000
shall be available for transfer to the Upper Colorado River
Basin Fund and $5,584,000 shall be available for transfer
to the Lower Colorado River Basin Development Fund;
of which such amounts as may be necessary may be ad-
vanced to the Colorado River Dam Fund: Provided, That
$25,882,000 shall be available for transfer into the Black-
feet Water Settlement Implementation Fund established
by section 3717 of Public Liaw 114-322: Provided further,
That such transfers may be increased or decreased within
the overall appropriation under this heading: Provided fur-
ther, That of the total appropriated, the amount for pro-
oram activities that can be financed by the Reclamation
Fund or the Bureau of Reclamation special fee account

established by 16 U.S.C. 6806 shall be derived from that
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Fund or account: Provided further, That funds contributed
under 43 U.S.C. 395 are available until expended for the
purposes for which the funds were contributed: Provided
SJurther, That funds advanced under 43 U.S.C. 397a shall
be credited to this account and are available until ex-
pended for the same purposes as the sums appropriated
under this heading: Provided further, That of the amounts
provided herein, funds may be used for high-priority
projects which shall be carried out by the Youth Conserva-
tion Corps, as authorized by 16 U.S.C. 1706. Provided
Jurther, That in accordance with section 4007 of Public
Law 114-322, and as recommended by the Secretary of
the Interior i a letter dated June 22, 2020, funding pro-
vided for such purposes in fiscal years 2017, 2018, and
2019 may be made available to the Friant-Kern Canal Ca-
pacity Correction Resulting from Subsidence, the Los
Vaqueros Reservoir Phase 2 Expansion Project, the Delta
Mendota Canal Subsidence Correction, the North-of-the-
Delta Off stream Storage (Sites Reservoir Project), the
Del Puerto Water District, the San Luis Low point Im-
provement Project, the Sacramento Regional Water Bank,
the Boise River Feasibility Study, and the Cle Elum Pool
Raise: Provided further, That no funds may be obligated
or expended for the projects specified in the preceding pro-

viso until the Secretary of the Interior transmits rec-
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ommendations to Congress for projects authorized under
sections 4009(a) and 4009(¢) of the Water Infrastructure
Improvements for the Nation Act (Public Law 114-322)
and the Congress enacts a subsequent appropriations act
making appropriations for energy and water development.

CENTRAL VALLEY PROJECT RESTORATION FUND

For carrying out the programs, projects, plans, habi-
tat restoration, improvement, and acquisition provisions of
the Central Valley Project Improvement Act, $55,875,000,
to be derived from such sums as may be collected in the
Central Valley Project Restoration Fund pursuant to sec-
tions 3407(d), 3404(c)(3), and 3405(f) of Public Law
102-575, to remain available until expended: Provided,
That the Bureau of Reclamation is directed to assess and
collect the full amount of the additional mitigation and
restoration payments authorized by section 3407(d) of
Public Law 102-575: Provided further, That none of the
funds made available under this heading may be used for
the acquisition or leasing of water for in-stream purposes
if the water is already committed to in-stream purposes
by a court adopted decree or order.

CALIFORNIA BAY-DELTA RESTORATION
(INCLUDING TRANSFERS OF FUNDS)
For carrying out activities authorized by the Water

Supply, Reliability, and Environmental Improvement Act,
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consistent with plans to be approved by the Secretary of
the Interior, $33,000,000, to remain available until ex-
pended, of which such amounts as may be necessary to
carry out such activities may be transferred to appropriate
accounts of other participating Federal agencies to carry
out authorized purposes: Provided, That funds appro-
priated herein may be used for the Federal share of the
costs of CALFED Program management: Provided fur-
ther, That CALFED implementation shall be carried out
in a balanced manner with clear performance measures
demonstrating concurrent progress in achieving the goals
and objectives of the Program.
POLICY AND ADMINISTRATION

For expenses necessary for policy, administration,
and related functions in the Office of the Commissioner,
the Denver office, and offices in the six regions of the Bu-
reau of Reclamation, to remain available until September
30, 2022, $60,000,000, to be derived from the Reclama-
tion Fund and be nonreimbursable as provided in 43
U.S.C. 377: Provided, That no part of any other appro-
priation in this Act shall be available for activities or func-

tions budgeted as policy and administration expenses.
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ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISION

Appropriations for the Bureau of Reclamation shall
be available for purchase of not to exceed five passenger
motor vehicles, which are for replacement only.

(A) 15 percent for any program, project,
or activity for which $2,000,000 or more is

available at the beginning of the fiscal year; or
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(B) $400,000 for any program, project, or
activity for which less than $2,000,000 is avail-
able at the beginning of the fiscal year;

(b) The costs of the Kesterson Reservoir Cleanup
Program and the costs of the San Joaquin Valley Drain-
age Program shall be classified by the Secretary of the

vided, That notwithstanding any other provision of law,
not to exceed $404,350,000 of revenues from fees and an-
nual charges, and other services and collections in fiscal
year 2021 shall be retained and used for expenses nec-
essary in this account, and shall remain available until ex-
pended: Provided further, That the sum herein appro-
priated from the general fund shall be reduced as revenues
are received during fiscal year 2021 so as to result in a
final fiscal year 2021 appropriation from the general fund
estimated at not more than $0.
GENERAL PROVISIONS—DEPARTMENT OF
ENERGY
(INCLUDING TRANSFERS OF FUNDS)

SEC. 301. (a) No appropriation, funds, or authority
made available by this title for the Department of Energy
shall be used to initiate or resume any program, project,
or activity or to prepare or initiate Requests For Proposals
or similar arrangements (including Requests for
Quotations, Requests for Information, and Funding Op-

portunity Announcements) for a program, project, or ac-
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tivity 1f the program, project, or activity has not been

funded by Congress.

(b)(1) Unless the Secretary of Energy notifies the

Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress
at least 3 full business days in advance, none of the funds

made available in this title may be used to—

(A) make a grant allocation or discretionary
orant award totaling $1,000,000 or more;

(B) make a discretionary contract award or
Other Transaction Agreement totaling $1,000,000
or more, including a contract covered by the Federal
Acquisition Regulation;

(C) issue a letter of intent to make an alloca-
tion, award, or Agreement in excess of the limits in
subparagraph (A) or (B); or

(D) announce publicly the intention to make an
allocation, award, or Agreement in excess of the lim-
its in subparagraph (A) or (B).

(2) The Secretary of Energy shall submit directly to

the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of Con-
eress within 15 days of the conclusion of each quarter a
report detailing each grant allocation or discretionary
orant award totaling less than $1,000,000 provided during

the previous quarter.
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(3) The notification required by paragraph (1) and
the report required by paragraph (2) shall include the re-
cipient of the award, the amount of the award, the fiscal
yvear for which the funds for the award were appropriated,
the account and program, project, or activity from which
the funds are being drawn, the title of the award, and
a brief description of the activity for which the award is
made.

(¢) The Department of Energy may not, with respect
to any program, project, or activity that uses budget au-

thority made available in this title under the heading “De-

partment of Energy—Energy Programs”, enter into a
multiyear contract, award a multiyear grant, or enter into
a multiyear cooperative agreement unless—

(1) the contract, grant, or cooperative agree-
ment 1s funded for the full period of performance as
anticipated at the time of award; or

(2) the contract, grant, or cooperative agree-
ment includes a clause conditioning the Federal Gov-
ernment’s obligation on the availability of future
year budget authority and the Secretary notifies the
Jommittees on Appropriations of both Houses of
Congress at least 3 days in advance.

(d) Except as provided in subsections (e), (f), and (g),

the amounts made available by this title shall be expended
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as authorized by law for the programs, projects, and ac-
tivities specified in the “Bill” column in the “Department
of Energy”’ table included under the heading “Title ITI—
Department of Energy” in the report of the Committee
on Appropriations accompanying this Act.

(e) The amounts made available by this title may be
reprogrammed for any program, project, or activity, and
the Department shall notify the Committees on Appropria-
tions of both Houses of Congress at least 30 days prior
to the use of any proposed reprogramming that would
cause any program, project, or activity funding level to
increase or decrease by more than $5,000,000 or 10 per-
cent, whichever is less, during the time period covered by
this Act.

(f) None of the funds provided in this title shall be
available for obligation or expenditure through a re-
programming of funds that—

(1) creates, initiates, or eliminates a program,
project, or activity;

(2) increases funds or personnel for any pro-
eram, project, or activity for which funds are denied
or restricted by this Act; or

(3) reduces funds that are directed to be used
for a specific program, project, or activity by this

Act.
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(2)(1) The Secretary of Energy may waive any re-
quirement or restriction in this section that applies to the
use of funds made available for the Department of Energy
if compliance with such requirement or restriction would
pose a substantial risk to human health, the environment,
welfare, or national security.

(2) The Secretary of Energy shall notify the Commit-
tees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress of any
waiver under paragraph (1) as soon as practicable, but
not later than 3 days after the date of the activity to which
a requirement or restriction would otherwise have applied.

SEC. 303. None of the funds made available in this
title shall be used for the construction of facilities classi-
fied as high-hazard nuclear facilities under 10 CFR Part
830 unless independent oversight is conducted by the Of-
fice of Enterprise Assessments to ensure the project is in
compliance with nuclear safety requirements.

SEC. 304. None of the funds made available in this
title may be used to approve critical decision-2 or critical
decision-3 under Department of Energy Order 413.3B, or
any successive departmental guidance, for construction
projects  where the total project cost exceeds
$100,000,000, until a separate independent cost estimate
has been developed for the project for that critical deci-
sion.

SEC. 305. Notwithstanding section 161 of the Energy
Policy and Conservation Act (42 U.S.C. 6241), upon a
determination by the President in this fiscal year that a
regional supply shortage of refined petroleum product of
significant scope and duration exists, that a severe in-
crease in the price of refined petroleum product will likely
result from such shortage, and that a draw down and sale
of refined petroleum product would assist directly and sig-

nificantly in reducing the adverse impact of such shortage,
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the Secretary of Energy may draw down and sell refined
petroleum product from the Strategic Petroleum Reserve.
Proceeds from a sale under this section shall be deposited
into the SPR Petroleum Account established in section
167 of the Energy Policy and Conservation Act (42 U.S.C.
6247), and such amounts shall be available for obligation,
without fiscal year limitation, consistent with that section.

SEC. 306. (a) Of the offsetting collections, including

unobligated balances of such collections, in the “Depart-

ment of Energy—Power Marketing Administration—Col-
orado River Basins Power Marketing Fund, Western Area
Power Administration”, $21,400,000 shall be transferred
to the “Department of the Interior—Bureau of Reclama-
tion—Upper Colorado River Basin Fund” for the Bureau
of Reclamation to carry out environmental stewardship
and endangered species recovery efforts.

wise have applied. Such notice shall include an explanation
of the substantial risk under paragraph (1) that permitted
such waiver and shall provide a detailed report to the
Committees of such waiver and changes to funding levels
to programs, projects, or activities.

(e¢) Except as provided in subsections (a), (b), and
(d), the amounts made available by this title for “Nuclear
Regulatory Commission—Salaries and Expenses’ shall be
expended as directed in the report of the Committee on
Appropriations accompanying this Act.

(d) None of the funds provided for the Nuclear Regu-
latory Commission shall be available for obligation or ex-
penditure through a reprogramming of funds that in-
creases funds or personnel for any program, project, or
activity for which funds are denied or restricted by this
Act.

(7) $58,000,000 shall be for Los Alamos excess
facilities decontamination and decommissioning; and
(8) $50,000,000 shall be for Los Alamos middle
DP road site investigation and remediation:
Provided, That such amount is designated by the Congress
as being for an emergency requirement pursuant to sec-
tion 251(b)(2)(A)(1) of the Balanced Budget and Emer-
eency Deficit Control Act of 1985.
OTHER DEFENSE ACTIVITIES

For an additional amount for “Other Defense Activi-
ties”, $50,000,000, to remain available until expended, for
necessary expenses related to secure compartmented intel-
ligence facility infrastructure and I'T' modernization: Pro-
vided, That funds made available under this paragraph for
intelligence activities are deemed to be specifically author-
ized by Congress for purposes of section 504 of the Na-

tional Security Act of 1947 (50 U.S.C. 3094): Provided
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Jurther, That such amount is designated by the Congress
as being for an emergency requirement pursuant to sec-
tion 251(b)(2)(A)(i) of the Balanced Budget and Emer-
eency Deficit Control Act of 1985.
GENERAL PROVISIONS—ADDITIONAL
INFRASTRUCTURE INVESTMENTS

SEC. 601. The heads of agencies funded under this
title shall submit a monthly report to the Committees on
Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the
Senate detailing the allocation, obligation, and expendi-
tures of these funds, including new projects selected to be
initiated with funds provided in this title, beginning not
later than 45 days after the date of enactment of this Act.

SEC. 602. The Secretary of Energy shall, in consulta-
tion with the Secretaries of Health and Human Services,
Housing and Urban Development, and Veterans Affairs,
develop an inter-agency collaboration effort to increase
cross-participation in the Department of Energy’s Weath-
erization Assistance Program, the Department of Health
and Human Services Liow Income Home Energy Assist-
ance Program, the HUD Lead Hazard Control and
Healthy Homes Program, and the Department of Vet-
erans Affairs.

SEC. 603. The Secretary of Energy shall, within

funds made available in this title, distribute funds to WAP
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erantees via the formula in part A of title IV of the En-
ergy Conservation and Production Act (Public Law 94—
385; 42 U.S.C. 6861 et seq.), for the purpose of innovative
activities that will increase the number of dwelling units
that become weatherization-ready through critical repairs,
promote the deployment of renewable energy systems and
emerging technologies, include community-based weather-
1zation concepts, and 1mprove indoor environments
through healthy homes measures. Grantees may also use
such funds for innovative outreach and education, quality
control of work performed, data collection, measurement,
verification, program monitoring, oversight, evaluation, re-
porting, training, and planning related to such work. Such
funding is not subject to the savings-to-investment ratio
requirements in 10 CFR § 440.21.

SEC. 604. (a) Section 415(¢)(1) of the Energy Con-
servation and Production Act (Public Law 94-385; 42
U.S.C. 6865(¢)(1)) is amended by striking “$6,500” and
inserting “$10,000",

(b) Section 415(a)(1) of the Energy Conservation and
Production Act (Public Law 94-385; 42 U.S.C.
6865(a)(1)) is amended by striking “10 percent” and in-
serting “12.5 percent’’.

(¢) Paragraph (2) of section 415(c) of the Energy

Conservation and Production Act (Public Law 94-385; 42
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U.S.C. 6865(¢)(2)) 1s amended to read as follows: ““(2)
Dwelling units weatherized (including dwelling units par-
tially weatherized) under this part, or under other Federal
programs (in this paragraph referred to as ‘previous
weatherization’), may not receive further financial assist-
ance for weatherization under this part until the date that
1s 15 years after the date such previous weatherization
was completed. This paragraph does not preclude dwelling
units that have received previous weatherization from re-
ceiving assistance and services (including the provision of
information and education to assist with energy manage-
ment and evaluation of the effectiveness of installed
weatherization materials) other than weatherization under
this part or under other Federal programs, or from receiv-
ing non-Federal assistance for weatherization.”.

SEC. 605. (a) No later than 6 months after the date
of enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Energy, in co-
ordination with the Secretary of Commerce, shall—

(1) determine any geographic area within the
contiguous United States that lacks a Federal power
marketing agency;

(2) develop a plan or criteria for the geographic
areas identified in paragraph (1) regarding invest-
ment in renewable energy and associated infrastruc-

ture within an area identified in paragraph (1); and
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(3) identify any Federal agency within an area
in paragraph (1) that has, or could develop, the abil-

ity to facilitate the investment in paragraph (2).

(b) The Secretary of Energy, in coordination with the
Secretary of Commerce, shall provide the determinations
made under subsection (a) to the Committee on Appro-
priations and the Committee on Energy and Commerce
of the House of Representatives.

(¢) Based upon the determinations made pursuant to
subsection (a), the Secretary of Energy, in coordination
with the Secretary of Commerce, shall recommend to the
Committee on Emnergy and Commerce of the House of
Representatives the establishment of any new Federal
lending authority, including authorization of additional
lending authority for existing Federal agencies, not to ex-
ceed $3,500,000,000 per geographic area identified in
subsection (a)(1).

(d) There is hereby appropriated $25,000,000 to
carry out this section.

(e) The amounts provided by this section are des-
ignated by the Congress as being for an emergency re-
quirement pursuant to section 251(b)(2)(A)(1) of the Bal-
anced Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 1985.

SEC. 606. (a) Requirements relating to non-Federal

cost-share grants and cooperative agreements for the
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Delta Regional Authority under section 382D of the Agri-

cultural Act of 1961 and Consolidated Farm and Rural
Development Act (7 U.S.C. 2009aa—3) are waived for
orants awarded in fiscal year 2020 and in subsequent
years in response to economic distress directly related to
the impacts of the Coronavirus Disease (COVID-19).

(b) Requirements relating to non-Federal cost-share
era
